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A Review of Religious Thought and Culture in Committed Poetry

Abstract

Committed Poetry in religious thought originates from religion and is in the same
direction as that of the Ahlul bayt, so much so that its memorization and teaching is
emphasized. In addition to its value for Jihad (struggle in the cause of Allah), committed
poetry is also considered as the poet’s dedicated worship in religious culture, and at times it
is sanctified, inspired in words and meanings by the Rouh Alghodos to the poet’s
subconscious mind. Memorization of God’s words always precedes committed poetry. And
those who prioritize committed poetry were sometimes criticized by the Ahlul Bayt. A poet
cannot be committed unless he enjoys pure religious and Quranic thoughts and resists in
Faith. Therefore, throughout history, great committed poets are familiar with religion and
the Quran before being a committed poet.
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
