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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to investigate the contribution of Islamic banking in Iran's economic
development. To show that we present the effect of the growth rate of GDP and the share of each of the different
economic sectors during the years yaAa to v- - # and then by checking the Ratio of deposits to GDP and liquidity

before and after the Islamic Revolution and the changing share of credits assigned to each section, we conclude
that in Iran, interest-free banking system is more successful in the mobilization and allocation of financial
resources than interest banking system. thus Islamic banking system has positive effect on economic
development.
