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Abstract

Iran has the most affluent identity of mosque architecture in the world. Architectural diversity of Iranian mosques is
unigue in the world, though such architecture is becoming forgotten and Iran is going to lose its unique architectural
diversity place in the world if it is ignored. Unfortunately, Islamic architecture and arrays are not used anymore in
modern mosques. In line with modern architecture, current mosques monuments involve simple spaces without
decoration and Islamic sprit has been fade away in them. But since primary teachings of Islam is believing in God’s
oneness at the heart of Muslims, so mosques play a crucial role in approaching and noting the God Almighty and their
architecture has crucial role in this regard. The main attention is not just paid to pure beauty; rather authenticity and
logic of existentialism are at the center of attention. In this regard, we can point to elements such as form and size,
decoration and contexture, relationship between spaces and spatial arrangement. The aim of present study is to get
familiar with influential factors of authenticity and logic of existentialism and their application method in mosques
planning. Research method of present investigation was descriptive-analytical and data collection method of present
study was library. Results obtained from present investigation are influential factors of modern mosques planning and
these factors were obtained from studying concepts of successful samples of traditional mosques.
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
