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Abstract

The garden of Kalantar is one of the gardens of latest Qajar era belonging to 1311 A.C located in east Tabriz City in the
old alley of Baghmisheh. The garden and Palace of Kalantar is one of the unique monuments of Tabriz. The garden of
Kalantar is part of the bigger Kalantar complex and is affected by European gardens like other Qajar era’s gardens.
Older garden of Kalantar had included interior and exterior garden. The buildings of interior garden date back to before
establishing the garden and palace and it seems that the garden and palace of Kalantar had been attached to the complex
in later times. The vital vein and the origin of irrigation was Mehran river. At present part of interior garden or ruined
buildings of interior segment as well as part of exterior garden has been detached and environmental fence has been
remained. The date of detaching the garden goes back to the era of first Pahlavi. Exterior palace of Kalantar, which has
been built in the same time with garden currently is located at the north west part of detached exterior garden. This
palace has been designed by a Qafgazian architecture and despite all manipulations and serious structural damages still
is in a good condition. This construction is compeletly symmetric with respect to the vertical axes. Also in terms of
decorations, it posseses rare and featured items such as seven color ceramic tile which is not common for the remaining
constructions inTabriz. In the most parts of this palace we witness impacts from european’s architecture, like the other
palaces built in the Qajar era.
