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Relationship between parental rejection-acceptance of
aggressive behavior Elementary sixth grade girls

Abctarac

The aim of the present study was to investigate the relationship between parental
rejection-acceptance of aggressive behavior in elementary sixth grade girls were Foolad
Shahr. This study was correlational. In this way 196 Elementary sixth grade girls were
selected by multistage random sampling. The questionnaire was designed to collect
information from children rejection-acceptance parent (the parent form), aggressive bass
and Warren were used. The findings indicate that parental acceptance-rejection
significantly predicted aggression in students. Rejection-acceptance father predictor of
students ‘verbal aggression, rejection-acceptance mother predictors of physical
aggression, anger and hostility among the students, the parents' rejection-acceptance
significant predictors of indirect aggression were students.
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
