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Quiality of life in Dormitory students

Abstract

Quiality of life can be affected by environmental and psychological factors. Students,
especially those who are living in the residence because of being away from family
pressures, economic, test, and so on, they are more vulnerable to physical and
psychological disorders. In this study, 245 students of the University of Shiraz were
selected by manner mode and asked to respond to demographic and the SF-36 quality of
life questionnaire. Using descriptive statistics test and T-test in SPSS statistical analysis

was performed. According to the results, the quality of life in general was 68/38317/84,
according to sex with boys was 69/44 + 16/92 and the girls was 63/38 + 18/10. There was
no significant difference between theirs. Based on the results obtained, both in mental
and physical quality of life score and generally are moderate.
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
