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Abstract

Most research has been done on the correlation coefficient between religious identity and
style information (509/0) as well as the commitment of identity style (436/0), respectively
(001/0 = a). Stepwise regression was used. Based on the results obtained, the maximum
value can be normative identity style more than 16% of high school students predict.
0/406 = Beta and 23/338 = F and 001/0 = a. Religious beliefs can style identity
information to predict 25% of high school students. 509/0 = Beta 41/177 = F and 001/0
