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Abstract: 
This fact that no country is allowed to enforce foreign judgments unconditionally in its 

country and make it provided that several requirements fulfilled, is a general principle in 

international law. In IRAN, there are various conditions for enforcement of foreign 

judgments and in the event that one of these conditions being present or absence, 

enforcement of judgment faces with permanent or temporary barriers, however the origin 

of judgment may be identified. Executive barriers mainly are divided into 2 categories:  

substantial and formal barriers of enforcement. But in order to analyze each one of these 

barriers, first issued judgments should be identified and for this identification we should 

know Iran according to which method identify foreign judgment. Also policy maker 

should be adjusted to the enforcement of foreign judgments to can adjust his view to legal 

requirement of the modern legal system.
