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Abstract 
Nostalgia is yearning for the past due to the loss of youth, childhood memories, beloved 

separateness, immigration, sorrow of social issues, etc. that exists in everyone naturally 

and instinctively. Nostalgia is homesick and longing for things that have been lost. 

Among mystics and Sufis, nostalgia results from their loneness in the temporal world who 

have been fall apart from their origin-spiritual world- and always aspire to return to it. 

In this study, the nostalgia and its elements are investigated in the third to sixth books of 

Masnavi: the fall as the main reason for Adam’s loneness in this world is due to drinking 

wine and being drunk, seeking more and Eve’s temptation. Grief of being separated from 

beloved, desire toward home and remembering the sweet past memories of spiritual 

world are motives of man to go back to origin. 
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
