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Abstract

"Poverty and richness” in Iranian literature, especially the mystical works, have ancient
history and prominent place. "Poverty” literally means friary and indigence, and
"richness" on the opposite side, means prosperity, independence, and opulence. Abu Sa'id
Abu al-Khair One of the largest Muslim mystics who is fostered this well in his work. In
the view of Abu Sa’id Abu al-Khair "richness" in its true sense of prosperity and opulence
is attributed to God, and the richness of human means the richness of the heart, on the
other hand, "poverty" in a friary sense is surely the need to God. The present study using
analytical-descriptive method seeks to prove that the two words are synonymous and
explain two degrees in mysticism with the same meaning of mystical vision, by explaining
“poverty and richness” and their degrees.
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
