Abstract

Siyavash is among gods moving from his divine status to the epic world. His tragic story
clearly depicts death of justice. Because of his virtuousness, intelligence, and
peacefulness, he isexposed to a conspiracyfrom the Queen, Sudabeh who is the wife of the
Shah, Kay Kavus.
