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Abstract

Qatar is among the countries which give services to clients in both Islamic
and usury banking systems. In the present research, we have studied the
Performance of Islamic and non Islamic banks of Qatar using Camels model,
which is one of the most important methods of evaluating the Performance
of banking systems. To achieve this (goal), we have used the financial ratios
of 9 Islamic and non Islamic banks in the years of 2011 2014. The results
show that Islamic banks were more profitable and stable than non Islamic
ones in the considered period, whereas the non Islamic banks were better in
Liquidity and size, and in general ranking, the Islamic banks were at higher a
grade which indicates these banks had better Performance.
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
