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The role of emotional intelligence, instruction and demographic properties in
explaining entrepreneurship spirit of students of UAST

Abstract

This paper is to study the role of emotional intelligence, academic entrepreneurship education and
demographic properties in explaining and anticipating entrepreneurship spirit of students of University of
Applied Science and Technology. The relationship between these variables was studied in a descriptive
correlational method. The volume of sample, consisting v students, was computed using Cochran's formula,

and sampling methods were clustering and stratified. Data were collected with a questionnaire of f sections:

demographic and academic properties, entrepreneurship spirit, emotional intelligence and curricula. Data
were analyzed through descriptive methods, t-test, ANOVA, and multiple regressions. According to results,
in spite of high entrepreneurship spirit of students and their tendency for private business; academic factors,
demographic factors and university's curricula couldn't forecast entrepreneurship mentality in students.
Simple regression analysis, however, shows that emotional intelligence can forecast #s- of entrepreneurship
mentality. According of research results, it is proposed that selecting enrolling students, their emotional

intelligence could be an important criterion, and it is necessary that university pays attention to general and
professional training (education) of entrepreneurship through applied-science curricula.
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
