the Shah Shekar Cave (Semirom), Shah Qandab Cave (Qandab) (Shahreza), Fereydun Cave (Nik Abad),
Qahreman Cave (Khomeyni Shahr), Kalahrud Cave (Chah-e- Wezmeh) (Murchehkhort), Gogan Cave
(Fereydun Shahr) , Yakh Cave (Yakh Dena) (Semirom) and Heykal Cave (Khansar).
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
