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Investigating the barriers to the generalization of the use of cultural
networks (telegrams) in internal affairs (From the perspective of universities
and graduates of communication sciences in Tehran)

Abstract:

The present research seeks to overcome obstacles to the use of social networks (telegrams) in internal
affairs

According to the students and graduates of Tehran University of Communication Science, this study is
a field survey and in terms of its application type. The data collection tool was a researcher-made
questionnaire. The statistical population of the study was ! - -students and graduates of the field of
science The links between Islamic Azad University of Tehran and the sample is 7, which were
determined through the Kerjes and Morgan table. Hypotheses were analyzed and tested using Chi-
Square and the following results were obtained.

There is a strong relationship between using the social network of the telegram and the possibility of
promoting and accessing immoral films among the worker, the possibility of causing the country's
criminal offenses, the possibility of the influence of the cybercriminals of foreigners and the possibility
of disclosing confidential information and, hence, the security threat of the country.
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
