Review:

Every year, humanitarian response mechanisms save and protect tens of millions of people in crises around
the world. Their interventions are timely and effective than in the past, but humanitarian action is not
always as it should be, and needs are not met in a balanced way. Increasing levels of physical, social,
economic and environmental vulnerabilities around the world have created a deep and dangerous gap
between the needs of crises and accidents and the effectiveness of accountability. One of the most important
challenges for humanitarian action is to provide the resources and budget needed to carry out the
operation. To increase coverage of accident-prone areas, humanitarian mechanisms must be anticipated
beyond traditional models of resource and budgeting, which are currently insufficient in the face of
complex and long-term crises. In this regard, while examining the necessity and importance of paying
attention to financing humanitarian measures and the need to move from the traditional form to implement
innovative methods of investment and attracting private sector budget, approaches to eliminate budget
gaps and organize the budget required for humanitarian measures. However, with the development and
industrialization of humanitarian response systems today, it is not enough to list the available resources
to finance humanitarian operations, but given the growth of specialized space for humanitarian action, in
another opportunity to examine the financial-tax system of humanitarian institutions and organizations.
And media, marketing and economic techniques are important in humanitarian projects.
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
