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Lithostratigraphy, Microbiostratigraphy of the Dalichai Formation in
Northeast Damghan

Abstract

Dalichai Formation consists of aternation of marl and argillaceous limestone. In this section the Dalichai
Formation is 154 m thick and ranges from the Upper Bajocian to the Callovian has sharp contacts with
the Shemshak Formation in the lower boundary and has continuous and trasitional contacts the Lar
Formation in the upper boundary.Altogether, 17 genera, 3 species planktonic and bentic foraminifers
from the Dalichi Formation are described and hat can be divided in 2 biozones. Fossils, belemnites,
gastropods, bivalves, brachiopods, echinoderms, sponges and The Dalichai Formation consist bentic and
planktonic foraminifera mudstone, wackstone, packstone that have been deposited in continental slope.
On the base of biostratigraphy and microfacies the Dalichai Formation have been deposited in outer
shelf.
